Cast your own “Mousetrap” production!  Be creative!
Cast the parts.

Briefly describe the set.

Take Hamlet first.  What is his body type?  What style of movement does he have?  is he jumpy or smooth or lethargic?  Does he change at any point?  Does he move around the whole space, or does he stay in a smaller area?  What about his facial expressions?  Tone of voice?  Find three or four of his most important lines and figure out how he says them and his facial expressions as he says them.

Do the same sort of work for Ophelia, then Claudius, then Gertrude.

How will you do the players?  What style of actors are they?  What props, tricks, costumes, will they use?  Where will they stage the play?

What will you do with Horatio?  Where can you put him so the audience can see him observing the King?
