· Ethos: to other authorities like Jesus, Paul from the bible, Thomas Jefferson
· Showing his knowledge of all these men, logically thought of

· Comparing himself and his ideas to higher powers while his audience is filled with clergymen

· Pathos:  Explaining to your children about why life is unfair to colored people

· Making the followers of the Christian faith feel guilty for not “ following what they preach”

· He portrays his own emotion through his words and putting the audience in the shoes of who is actually suffering through it

· Repetition: “Oppressor”
· “you” putting the listener in his shoes

· Logos: Saying the facts about how long they were there and all of their progress throughout the years

· Talking about the difference between just and unjust laws, and what is actually happening right now

· Dialectic: He was in the middle of two opposing forces… it creates a visual of where he is, where he stand in the situation

· Argument: states what the others who are against him are saying and that it could be one sided
