Today’s Goals:

In a Station of the Metro
Use PowerPoint slides to facilitate, as well as accompanying graphic organizer handout.
“Unlock the poem” with students, focusing on imagery.

Beautiful
Play Youtube video of James Blunt’s “Beautiful,” with lyrics.
Ask students to make connections between the song and the poem.
Possible connections involve a moment of temporary, fleeting beauty, and how focusing in on that moment is significant.

Small Groups
Write your own poem in the style of “In a Station of the Metro.”
If kids are stuck, have them come up with the THEME first, and then have them identify TWO DISTINCT IMAGES that will imply that theme for the reader.
Ticket Out
Hand in your group’s poem. 
Be sure everyone’s name is on it.
Be sure the poem also includes an EXPLANATION of the CONNECTION between the IMAGES, so when we share them to start class tomorrow, we have a clear idea of your intent.

Research the Lost Generation on a reputable internet-based source.
Compare the Lost Generation to our generation.  (Shoot for ten bullet points.)
